Travelling by Tram

Route 86: Telstra Dome, CityBundoora/RMIT

Tram 86 runs directly from the Harbour Esplanade in Docklands (near the Telstra Dome), along Bourke St, via Southern
Cross (previously Spencer Street) Station, through the city, up Smith Street in Collingwood, through Clifton Hill, up High
Street through Northcote and Preston. From there it turns right up Plenty Road, stopping at the La Trobe University Medi-
cal Centre, and continues on to RMIT Bundoora Campus. Travel time to La Trobe University from the City (or the reverse) is
around 45 mins to 1 hour depending on traffic.
