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The Australian and international
pharmaceutical and biotechnology
industries are obvious destinations for
graduates from the Medicinal Chemistry
course. Graduates would also be
attractive to employers in the chemical
industry generally, medical research
institutions, government laboratories and
universities. Graduates from the medicinal
chemistry program can expect to be able
to be involved in drug discovery and
development, patenting, drug regulation,
drug trials and drug registration.
