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Instant Polling with VotApedia
VotApedia is an audience response system that enables students to respond using their mobile phones rather than purpose designed clickers. It works by providing a phone number for students to call to register their response. When the phone number is dialled, the caller will hear an engaged signal, meaning that the student will not be charged for the phone call. 

Tips for using VotApedia – Teaching staff

· Register for an account well in advance of when you need to use it as it may take a few days for your account to be activated (see below)

· Create and test a survey / quiz / questionnaire before you present one to a live lecture

· Explain to your students at the start of the lecture that you will be using this system; that making a phone call won’t cost them any money; and as they will need to have their phones turned on during the lecture to set them to silent mode

· The default time for a survey is one hour – you can manually change the length of time the survey is open (explanation below)

· Activate your survey before you go to the lecture so that it is ready to go

Tips for using VotApedia – Students

· Must have call number ID activated on phone

· Make sure your phone is set to silent during lecture

Register an account to create surveys

· Go to www.urvoting.com   
· Click on log in / create account (top right of screen)

· Click on create an account
· Complete the form to create your account

· You need to become a known user to create surveys. To do this, send an email to authorise@urvoting.com and advise your username and the intended use of your account. Note: it may take a few days for the account manager to activate your account.

Create a survey

· Click on create simple survey (you may be asked to log on if you haven’t already)

· If you want to change the default settings, such as the length of time the survey is available click on the link for advanced survey
· Enter your question, survey choices / responses

· Click on create my survey
· Click on choose number (this is to allocate phone numbers to your survey responses)

· Select the number for your first response

· Click on start survey (note: your survey will end after one hour, unless you have changed the setting using the advanced survey option)
