Do’s

· Use clear titles, aims or purposes.
· Use large, clear fonts to ensure readability. 

· Ensure key ideas are prominently presented.
· Use a clear progression so the reader knows which order to go in.
· Use simple language to clearly define terminology.
· Check spelling and grammar for clarity and professionalism.
· Have a good balance between text, graphics and white space.
Don’t’s

· Don’t use too much text.
· Don’t use lots of small font sizes.
· Don’t use difficult fonts.
· Don’t clutter with too many “ideas” or images.
· Don’t make graphs / flow charts too difficult to interpret.
· Don’t assume that it has to be boring to be scholarly.
· Don’t forget people need to be able to read it.
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
