(Philippine Migration Research Network and the Philippine Social Science Council, 2002), and author of Maalwang Buhay: Family, Overseas Migration, and Cultures of Relatedness in Barangay Paraiso (Ateneo de Manila University Press, forthcoming 2009).
Liane Peña Alampay is Assistant Professor of Psychology at the Ateneo de Manila University. She obtained her undergraduate and Masters degrees in Psychology from the University of the Philippines, and her doctorate in Human Development and Family Studies from The Pennsylvania State University. Her current research focuses on adolescent development in the contexts of family relationships, poverty, and the Internet and other information and communication technologies. She is also currently heading the Philippine component of an 8-country longitudinal study on parenting practices and child outcomes.
