Please note that current awardees and recipients of a Scholarship in Otolaryngology Head and Neck Surgery, whose grants or scholarships are due to conclude after 30 June 2008, are ineligible.

The annual level of support will be up to AUD90,000 and, within this cap, grants must include the salary of the applicant and/or research assistant(s), on-costs, maintenance, equipment and all other costs.  Usually commitments will not be made in which continued support over many years is implied.

Please read the instructions provided below and the Conditions of Award that follow before completing the application form.

Applicants are required to submit an original typewritten application, plus six (6) copies, prepared in the following manner:-

(i) Type clearly in single space typescript (not smaller than 12 point)

(ii)
Use black ink

(iii) Applications must be of at least  “near letter quality”

(iv) Do not type on the back of the form

(v) Do not use magnification/reduction processes as a means of obtaining additional space

NOTE – ADDITIONAL PAGES OR DOCUMENTS WILL NOT BE CONSIDERED

(vi) Required copies of the application must be on standard A4 paper

NOTE – COPY ON ONE SIDE OF PAGE ONLY

The application must be signed by the Head of Department and an appropriate representative of the Administering Institution (e.g. Director of Research Office or Chief Financial Officer).

Grants will not be paid until the necessary certificates in relation to ethical and hazardous implications have been provided.  Applicants must notify the Secretary of the Foundation promptly if approval of the proposed experiments is not received from the relevant committee(s).

The Applicant is responsible for:-

(i) Completing section one of the Referee’s Report form

(ii) Sending the Referee’s Report form to the Referee

and for ensuring that the Referee is fully aware that this report must be forwarded directly to the Foundation’s offices by 24 August 2007.

The Referee should be an acknowledged expert in the field of work proposed who does not work in the same institution as the Applicant.  Reports from experts other than the Applicant’s supervisors or previous mentors may be expected to carry more weight in the assessment process.  The Board reserves the right to seek additional referee reports.

CONDITIONS OF AWARD

GENERAL

The grant will be made only through a recognised Australian or New Zealand institution, such as a university, teaching hospital or research institute.

The Foundation will not be responsible for any illness of, injury to or for the death of any person, or for the loss of or damage to property of whatsoever kind, occasioned by or arising out of the Investigator’s negligence or the negligence of some other person employed by the Australian or New Zealand institution, whether funded by the Foundation or some other source.

The Foundation does not act as an employer and will not be responsible for claims under any statute or at common law, nor will it indemnify the Australian or New Zealand institution against any claim for compensation or against any other claims for which that institution may be responsible.

COMMENCEMENT DATE

The grant is to commence on 1 February 2008 provided the project has been approved by the relevant institutional ethical committee(s).  The Foundation is to be notified if deferral beyond this date is required.

COMPLETION DATE

As per the Letter of Offer.

GRANT AMOUNT

As per the Letter of Offer.

GOODS AND SERVICES TAX

The Foundation will not be paying any additional amount in respect of the Goods and Services Tax (“GST”).

The Foundation recommends that the Administering Institution seek professional taxation advice in relation to its GST obligations.

PAYMENT OF FUNDS

The grant will be paid to the Administering Institution.  Payment will be made in advance

in respect of all items of expenditure other than equipment, for which payment will be

made in full.

The first instalment will be paid at the Commencement Date provided the award has been formally accepted by the Investigator and an appropriate representative of the Administering Institution and the necessary certificates in relation to ethical and hazardous implications have been provided.

Further instalments will be paid when the progress report for the previous period has been received.  An amount equivalent to 10% of the last year’s funding will be retained until the receipt of the final report.

The Foundation reserves the right to pay a future instalment in advance and to negotiate the terms upon which that payment will be made.

USE OF FUNDS

The Administering Institution is required to use the grant exclusively for the project as detailed in the Investigator’s application.  The Foundation is to be notified if there is any change to the project’s aim(s), research plan or approved expenditure.

ACCOUNTABILITY

The Administering Institution is required to provide an annual Statement of Income and Expenditure from the Commencement Date.

The control of expenditure is to be governed by the normal policies and procedures of the Administering Institution.  The Foundation accepts no responsibility, financially or otherwise, for expenditure (or liabilities arising out of such expenditure) or liabilities arising out of the Investigator’s work other than those specifically referred to in the Letter of Offer.

REPORTING

The Investigator is required to provide a six-monthly report from the Commencement Date.

The Foundation reserves the right to request a report from the Investigator at any other time during the term of the grant.

EQUIPMENT

An item of equipment purchased with the grant is to be held by the Administering Institution during the term of the grant and in perpetuity, if the Investigator continues to work in that institution after the Completion Date.  The Foundation is to be notified if the Investigator subsequently moves to a new institution and a transfer of ownership is required.

ACKNOWLEDGEMENTS

The Foundation is to be appropriately acknowledged with regard to the purchase of a major item of equipment (i.e. cost greater than $10,000) and in any relevant correspondence, public announcement, advertising, publication or other material relating to the grant.

PUBLICATIONS AND PATENTS

The Foundation is to be notified of any publications or patents arising from the grant together with the results of any research that is to be commercially developed.

TERMINATION

The Foundation may in its absolute discretion terminate the grant if, in its opinion, the Investigator has not fulfilled the conditions of the grant or has acted in a manner that is detrimental to the objects of the Foundation.

PRIVACY POLICY

The Foundation takes reasonable steps to protect the information it holds from misuse or loss and from unauthorised access, modification or disclosure.  The Investigator has the right to access his or her personal information and to have it corrected if it is inaccurate, incomplete or out-of-date.

CHANGE IN CONDITIONS

The grant is awarded subject to the conditions at the time the award is made.  If, for any reason during the term of the grant, an amendment is made to these conditions, the Foundation reserves the right to apply the then current conditions in place of those that applied at the time of the original award.
