Applications are invited for Research Scholarships in Otorhinolaryngology or the related fields of biomedical science to commence in 2008.

Individuals who are either medically qualified or science graduates, and who are, or will be, enrolled for a higher university degree, are eligible to apply.

Scholarships will be for a period of up to three years, subject to satisfactory progress, and are tenable in Australian or New Zealand institutions.

The stipend offered will be at the NH&MRC Medical/Dental Scholarship rate for medical graduates (currently AUD29,172) and the Biomedical (non MBBS) Scholarship rate for science graduates (currently AUD19,616) or equivalents in New Zealand.  Successful applicants will also be provided with a supplementary allowance for minor items of equipment, consumables and travel of up to AUD7,500 per annum.

Applicants are required to submit an original typewritten application, plus six (6) A4 size copies, each incorporating:-

(i) the current application form

(ii) a full curriculum vitae (commencing at tertiary level)

The Applicant is responsible for providing a complete copy of the application together with the relevant report forms to:-

(ii) the intended Supervisor

the intended Referee

and for ensuring that all the above are fully aware that these reports must be forwarded directly to the Foundation’s offices by 24 August 2007.

The Referee should be an acknowledged expert in the field of work proposed who does not work in the same institution as the Applicant.  Reports from experts other than the Applicant’s supervisors or previous mentors may be expected to carry more weight in the assessment process.  The Board reserves the right to seek additional referee reports.

CONDITIONS OF AWARD

GENERAL

The grant will be made only through a recognised Australian or New Zealand institution, such as a university, teaching hospital or research institute.

The Foundation will not be responsible for any illness of, injury to or for the death of any person, or for the loss of or damage to property of whatsoever kind, occasioned by or arising out of the Scholar’s negligence or the negligence of some other person employed by the Australian or New Zealand institution, whether funded by the Foundation or some other source.

The Foundation does not act as an employer and will not be responsible for claims under any statute or at common law, nor will it indemnify the Australian or New Zealand institution against any claim for compensation or against any other claims for which that institution may be responsible.

ELIGIBILITY

(i)
It is a condition of the award that the Applicant is, or will be, enrolled for a higher university degree.  This will usually be the Master of Surgery, Doctor of Medicine or Doctor of Philosophy, but other higher degrees may be considered appropriate.

(ii)
There must be certification by the intended Head of Department that the facilities to undertake the research project are available.

(iii) An appropriate representative of the Administering Institution (e.g. Director of Research Office or Chief Financial Officer) must certify that the institution is willing to administer the grant on the Applicant’s behalf.

(iv) It is the Applicant’s responsibility to ensure that the certifications referred to in (ii) and (iii) are completed at the time of application.

COMMENCEMENT DATE

The grant is to commence on 1 February 2008.  The Foundation is to be notified if deferral beyond this date is required.

TERM OF GRANT

The grant will be for a period of up to three years subject to the Scholar’s satisfactory progress and a request for continued support being received from the Supervisor three months before the end of the current year’s funding.

GRANT AMOUNT

As per the Letter of Offer.

ADDITIONAL DUTIES

The Scholar is permitted to undertake additional clinical, consulting and/or teaching duties during the term of the grant up to an average of 10% of each working week provided this work is under the direction of the Supervisor and constitutes an important part of his or her study/training programme.

GOODS AND SERVICES TAX

The Foundation will not be paying any additional amount in respect of the Goods and Services Tax (“GST”).

The Foundation recommends that the Administering Institution seek professional taxation advice in relation to its GST obligations.

PAYMENT OF FUNDS

The grant will be paid to the Administering Institution.  Payment will be made in advance

in respect of all items of expenditure other than equipment, for which payment will be

made in full.

The first instalment will be paid at the Commencement Date provided the award has been formally accepted by the Scholar and an appropriate representative of the Administering Institution and the necessary certificates in relation to ethical and hazardous implications have been provided.

Further instalments will be paid when the progress report for the previous period has been received.  An amount equivalent to 10% of the last year’s funding will be retained until the receipt of the final report.

The Foundation reserves the right to pay a future instalment in advance and to negotiate the terms upon which that payment will be made.

USE OF FUNDS

The Administering Institution is required to use the grant exclusively for the project as detailed in the Scholar’s application.  The Foundation is to be notified if there is any change to the project’s aim(s), research plan or approved expenditure.

ACCOUNTABILITY

The Administering Institution is required to provide an annual Statement of Income and Expenditure from the Commencement Date.

The control of expenditure is to be governed by the normal policies and procedures of the Administering Institution.  The Foundation accepts no responsibility, financially or otherwise, for expenditure (or liabilities arising out of such expenditure) or liabilities arising out of the Scholar’s work other than those specifically referred to in the Letter of Offer.

REPORTING

The Scholar is required to provide a six-monthly report from the Commencement Date.

The Foundation reserves the right to request a report from the Scholar at any other time during the term of the grant.

ACKNOWLEDGEMENTS

The Foundation is to be appropriately acknowledged in any relevant correspondence, public announcement, advertising, publication or other material relating to the grant.

PUBLICATIONS AND PATENTS

The Foundation is to be notified of any publications or patents arising from the grant together with the results of any research that is to be commercially developed.

TERMINATION

The Foundation may in its absolute discretion terminate the grant if, in its opinion, the Scholar has not fulfilled the conditions of the grant or has acted in a manner that is detrimental to the objects of the Foundation.

PRIVACY POLICY

The Foundation takes reasonable steps to protect the information it holds from misuse or loss and from unauthorised access, modification or disclosure.  The Scholar has the right to

access his or her personal information and to have it corrected if it is inaccurate, incomplete or out-of-date.

CHANGE IN CONDITIONS

The grant is awarded subject to the conditions at the time the award is made.  If, for any reason during the term of the grant, an amendment is made to these conditions, the Foundation reserves the right to apply the then current conditions in place of those that applied at the time of the original award.
