THE WJC BANKS PRIZE FOR RESEARCH STUDENTS

TITLE

The award shall be called the “WJC Banks Prize”.

REGULATIONS

1.

The Prize shall be offered annually. If in a particular year, there are no suitable applicants, no award will be
made. More than one award may be made in any one year if there are sufficient suitable applicants, and if
funds are available.

The Prize may be awarded to a graduate or graduand of La Trobe University who is undertaking full-time
study at the Bendigo Campus, enrolled as a Masters by research, or a Doctor of Philosophy candidate.

The Prize shall be awarded to the applicant who is, in the opinion of the selection committee, most
deserving of encouragement to further her or his research career. The selection committee will give
consideration to academic performance as well as to the financial circumstances of the applicants.

The Selection Committee will consist of:

e Executive Director, Bendigo, or nominee

e One Higher Degrees Coordinator from the Bendigo campus (nominated by the Campus Executive
Director)

e One nominee of the Research and Graduate Studies

e  One student counsellor from the Bendigo campus of La Trobe University

The value of the Prize to be offered in any year will be determined by the Selection Committee in
consultation with the Planning and Reporting Officer who will advise of the amount available each year on
the basis that the real value of the bequest shall be maintained.

Information about the Prize will be included in annual Campus and University handbooks and other
relevant publications, and will be advertised during October to February each year, with applications
closing at the end of March.

Applicants will apply on the application form to be available from Student Administration at the Bendigo
campus.

The name of the recipient will be announced at the Bendigo Campus Annual Award ceremony and an
appropriate notation will be made on the recipient’s academic record.
