Conditions of 
Eligibility  
 

To be eligible to receive the award, a student must be eligible for entry, or be 
enrolled in an approved postgraduate (research or coursework) course at the 
Bendigo campus of La Trobe University. 
Preference will be given to an applicant who can demonstrate exceptional 
community leadership in the Bendigo and central Victoria regions relating to their 
area of study. 
 

Selection Criteria The Selection Committee will consider applications from enrolled students, or 
prospective students.   
 
Selection will be by a Selection Committee consisting of: 
 

 Executive Director, Bendigo campus (or nominee) 
 City of Greater Bendigo, Business Development Coordinator (or 

nominee) 
 One Postgraduate Course Coordinator nominated by the Campus 

Liaison Group, Bendigo campus 
 

Number of Awards This award, available for 2009 only, has been provided by the City of Greater 
Bendigo as part of a sponsorship of the La Trobe University Annual Presentation 
of Awards and Prizes to be held on Thursday 30 July at the Capital Theatre, 
Bendigo. 
 

Value of the Award The recipient of the award will receive $2,000 and a certificate of recognition
