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What is the La Trobe University Baseball Club
Scholarship?

La Trobe University Baseball Club (LTUBC) wishes to support baseball-sporting scholarships for the purpose of
attracting a higher standard of student to LTU as baseball players and as potential future leaders of La Trobe
University and the wider community. The scholarship concept was triggered by the recent passing of LTUBC life
member Karl Leake. Karl was an outstanding student and professional in his chosen field of study (Physics majoring
in Electronics). The club has established a memorial fund with which at least one annual scholarship shall be named
in honour of Karl.

The successful applicant will receive the amount corresponding to their year of study. For example, students
receiving the scholarship beginning in their second year will receive year 2 payments.

Who is eligible to apply?

To be eligible to apply, you must:
- be an Australian citizen, New Zealand Citizen, Australian Permanent Resident or Permanent Humanitarian
Visa holder;
- be intending to enrol in your first year of your first undergraduate degree in Semester 1 2020 or
- be continuing in your undergraduate degree at La Trobe in 2020
- have a background in participation in baseball through your junior and secondary school years

Please note, successful applicants will be required to maintain affiliation with the La Trobe University Baseball Club
(LTUBC) for the duration of the scholarship period.

How are the applications assessed?

The recipient of the scholarship shall be selected by the University on the basis of:
- an application form which addresses the eligibility criteria
- apersonal statement outlining:
e personal goals and ambitions
e reasons for applying for the scholarship
- evidence of participation in baseball (written letter stating career activity/achievements to date. The letter
should also include the contact details of at least two referees with significant baseball experience.)
- consultation and/or interview with a selection panel comprising representatives from La Trobe Scholarships
Office and the La Trobe University Baseball Club.

Helpful information

e Detailed information: Make sure you provide full details requested in Sections 1, 2 and 3 of this application.
Otherwise, your application may not be assessed appropriately. All information will be treated with strict
confidentiality.
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Supporting documentation: Supporting documentation is written verification from someone who is qualified
to comment on your circumstances. The person must not be related to you or in a close personal relationship
with you.

False or misleading information: La Trobe University reserves the right to withdraw an offer of a bursary and
re-assess the application if the University believes the recipient has provided false or misleading information
in the application form or subsequently.

Late applications: applications received after the closing date may be accepted by staff only if accompanied
by a signed formal request outlining exceptional circumstances outside your control that have resulted in a
late application, e.g. serious illness or other personal crisis. The selection committee will later determine
whether a late application will be considered, based on the explanation you provide. (Note: Reasons relating to
employment, placements, holidays or other activities that you choose to engage in are unlikely to be considered
“exceptional”.)

e Assessment process: the assessment will commence after the application closing date. You will be notified
of the outcome via email approximately 4 weeks after the application closing date. To ensure that all
candidates are treated with equity, staff are unable to discuss the progress of an individual application.
