MEETING ROOM

Located at the rear of the complex
is a bright and airy meeting room
seating up to 12 guests. The private
room opens to a deck with direct
access to the rear courtyard.
Features include:

large flatscreen monitor with
HDMI connectivity
whiteboard and markers
kitchenette
8 chairs (additional on request)
heating and cooling



COMMON SPACES

At the rear of the building is a
kitchenette (shared with staff)
where you can serve simple
catering to one of the open-air
courtyards. 

Catering services are not provided.
However, the central Bendigo
location affords endless options
with local restaurants, pubs and
cafes in abundance for on and off
site catering. 

In the warmer months the
courtyards serve as a welcoming
space for breakout sessions. 

Access to the common spaces is
by agreement and subject to
gallery exhibition requirements.
